Roads inc. AWPR
Robert Keeler advised that due to the inclement weather he had been unable to go round the various locations discussed at the previous meeting to take photographs, but will persist.
Robin Baxter observed that the stretch of the work on the South Deeside Road at Banchory-Devenick church was still ongoing and must be nearing the end date given.

A MOP advised that at 8.45 am this morning he had e-mailed the Road Department a reminder about the stretch of road outside his home (the B979 at Maryculter), which required repairs, and by 10.00 am he’d received an answer; that the repairs would be done during the first week of November. He was concerned that the gullies should be cleared too, as winter was approaching and that stretch was prone to flooding.
Councillor Mollison advised that he had asked for upgrading of the B979 at the bend adjacent to where Netherley Post Office had once been (Leafu Park) due to the number of recent road accidents there and was expecting improved signage and road markings to be installed. Councillor Mollison also advised that road improvements near to Janefield, a little further south, would also be going ahead.
Robin Baxter raised the issue of works at Leggart Terrace affecting traffic entering Aberdeen city. Bob McKinney is to look into the matter and raise it with ACC Roads Department, if required.

Other Planning Matters

Rob Winmill also advised that an application for 2 wind turbines at Elrick Farm (APP/2011/2809), mentioned at last month’s meeting, are now subject to an application for a Certificate of Appropriate Alternative Development (CAAD).
There was them some discussion on the development at Chapelton of Elsick, based on an e-mail received from neighbours concerned about the possible disappearance of green space between them and the development due to the reports of the development increasing to 9000 houses. This e-mail had asked NKRCC to object in the strongest possible terms. There was some sympathy with these concerns.
Councillor Nelson pointed out that the LDP stated 40% open space and only 4045 houses up until 2023 and that a further 4000 would be out with where the first 4045 would be.
After the discussion was concluded it was agreed that NKRCC would write to the Planning Department, re-stating previous concerns about the development and emphasising the need for a green ‘buffer zone’ between the development and current residents, in perpetuity. Rob Winmill to action.
Bob McKinney then advised that he had received an e-mail from Tom Ashley of Turnberry Consulting Ltd, agents for Elsick Development Company, who has offered to do a presentation to NKRCC. Councillor Nelson advised that Turnberry had already met with Portlethen and Newtonhill CC’s, though these were not public meetings. Bob to e-mail Tom Ashley regarding dates of meetings for arranging a presentation.
Rob Winmill then advised that a letter had been sent to the Reporter about the Bancon application at Lairhillock, which had been circulated, and recapped its contents. He further advised that Bancon had commented NKRCC’s letter and gave a summary of those comments. It was now up to the Reporter to decide on the matter.
There was then a short discussion on the Meikle Carewe project.

6 Finance & 300 Club

Hazel Witte advised that NKRCC had received the annual grant of £510 from Aberdeenshire Council, so that the bank accounts held £1356, of which £240 was set aside for 300 Club prizes.
Hazel also advised that after last month’s meeting, when funding for a Walkodile had been granted, SDUF’s had been back in touch to advise that the cost of the second Walkodile had been less than anticipated, so a partial refund would be returned to NKRCC.

Bob McKinney advised that he had received a request from Maryculter Senior Citizens’ Association for a donation toward their Christmas party. After a short discussion, it was agreed to donate the sum of £150.00 in line with the last couple of years.

The following draw was then made for October 2011; £50 - #92, £15 - #89, £10 - #340, £5 - #313.

Hazel also advised that the 300 Club tickets for 2012 had been printed and she would distribute them at the November meeting.

After a short summary of the work of this group and reading out the resumes of the candidates, David Nelson and Ruth Sim, by unanimous decision NKRCC chose David Nelson. Bob McKinney to advise Ally Macleod.

8 AOB

Councillor Mollison updated NKRCC that after the query received about polling in the Hillside area, it was likely that that area would become a separate polling area with voters voting more closely to their own area, perhaps Portlethen, than currently at Banchory-Devenick school.
Councillor Mollison also advised that boundaries for Westminster elections are being reviewed and proposals by the Boundary Commission would mean that the Constituency that the Maryculter area is situated in would become ‘Deeside and Gordon’; Newtonhill and the southern part of the NKRCC area would join North Angus and Kincardine; Portlethen would stay with Deeside and Gordon. People can make representations to the Boundary Commission on this matter.
Bob McKinney advised that he had received confirmation from Douglas Allan, Principle Landscape Services Officer (South), confirming that he had received the NKRCC Bedding Plant order for 2012 and advising that it would be delivered in due course.

Kees Witte then gave an update on the progress of his investigation into broadband provision in the area. He had received 56 reactions, 25 of which were from local businesses, had contacted Ian Shanks of BT, Alison McInnes MSP, Rita Stephen of ACSEF and Roddy Mathieson, Infrastructure Manager of the Shire Council. He has also sent letters to Maureen Watt and 6 list MSPs and received two replies so far. 
There was then some discussion on the matter around the way forward. It was then agreed that Bob McKinney would contact Ian Shanks at BT, to invite him along to a meeting in the near future, with consideration of contacting the Deeside Piper and the P&J.
Councillor Nelson advised that he had enquired about the cost of a roadside grit bin for Muchalls village and had learned that it cost £139 but that quantities of grit could be obtained free of charge at Redcloak, Stonehaven, within reason.

Rob Winmill advised that from about February 2012 under the new planning system home owners looking to add certain extensions to their homes would be able to do so without the need for planning permission. Rob also advised that the Examination in Public on the Elsick development would be held at 10.00 am the next morning at the Bettridge Centre, Newtonhill.
Bob McKinney reported that he had been in contact with Carol Masson, Maryculter Hall Association, who had advised that NKRCC had no representative. Bob volunteered to be said representative. There were no objections.
